This seductive rosé of Merlot, Cabernet Sauvignon, and Cabernet Franc exhibits a youthful, pink color. On the nose, cherry and 

red currant aromas complement enticing notes of strawberry, peach, and pear. The 2009 Arriviste displays a mid-palate that is 

rich and creamy and carries a bright acidity on to the lingering strawberry finish.

The elevation is 2,100 feet and 

the soils are predominately red volcanic rock and dust. Not much can be cultivated on these steep hills: the clusters are small, the 

berries are tiny, but the flavors are big, offering up notes of blueberries, black raspberries, and currants.
